Course Description:

Debrecen Summer School is happy to offer a course for those who are interested in conservation biology, practical conservation management and species-specific management programmes. The course is divided into two parts: theoretical lectures and field trips. During the theoretical part of the course, information will be provided on the general principles and concepts of conservation biology with special attention to grassland and wetland management. Furthermore, case studies on the largest alkaline steppe of Europe will be outlined focusing on the management needs of characteristic species such as the great bustard, aquatic warbler as well as a number of raptor and wader species. During field trips, living examples of the case studies will be shown including endangered species, primary habitat types of alkaline steppes as well as sites managed by horse and cattle grazing. The role of traditional farming in conservation management will also be presented. Finally, ecotourism issues will also be presented and discussed during lectures and field trips.
